Hezekiah
2 Kings 18:1 – 8; 2 Chronicles 29 – 31

Israel is destroyed. Its institutions were founded in wickedness and arrogance. Not one northern king sought to break up the national ‘tradition’ of Jeroboam’s golden calves. This acceptance of idolatry weakened the people’s conscience toward God’s Law, ultimately leading to corruption and destruction. 

Recent monarchs of Judah offer little refreshment. Most of them have shown serious moral flaws or are just plain evil.  Is there any hope?
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· Hezekiah’s age at coronation and length of his reign:

We learn more about this man in 2 Chronicles 29.
In one sentence, summarize the main point of Hezekiah’s speech to the Levites in verses 1 – 11.
As you read the rest of chapter 29, what strikes you most? Note these things and offer your comments.
Read over Leviticus 4:13 – 35, 6:1-2, 6 – 7 and 9:2, 7 and explain the significance of the variety of animals sacrificed in 2 Chronicles 29:20 – 24. Also comment on the specific numbers of the sacrificial animals.
· Hezekiah wants to bring about a great spiritual restoration. What has he done, and to where has he gone, to accomplish thisHow does Hezekiah illustrate the relationship between Spiritual Restoration and ancient words from God?

North to Manasseh! (2 Chronicles 30)
Hezekiah invited the Northern tribes to share in the restored Passover. What is the good news from this effort?

What is the bad news?

All of these events took place in the first year of Hezekiah’s reign (29:3; 30:13).  Notice other events during Hezekiah’s reign in 2 Kings 18:9 – 10.  What is significant about the timing of Hezekiah’s Passover appeal?
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When My Heart Finds Passover (30:12 – end)
Read this interesting story.  Why was this Passover so special?

Notice the date of this Passover. Is it scriptural?  Consult any margin/reference notes or commentaries.
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How can this story impact us in our goal of spiritual restoration?

‘Give me that old time religion’ (2 Chronicles 31)
Does verse 1, considered in the context of chapter 30, shape your perception of the Northern Kingdom’s wickedness and destruction?  Does this make any difference to us today?
Study this chapter. Would you say Hezekiah and Judah practice a “sacrificial” faith or a “benefit-based” faith?  Explain your thoughts and make your answer meaningful to us today.
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
