· What  are the implications of any timeframe given in these verses?

John turned (v. 12) to see who was speaking to him.  What he saw literally overcame him (17).  Let’s ask why.
· When had John last seen Jesus?
· How would Jesus have looked, more or less, on that previous occasion?

· Describe Jesus’ appearance now (vs. 13 – 16).
· Why such a unique appearance? Search these prophetic passages for connections to Revelation 1. What aspects of Jesus’ appearance are ‘recycled’ from previous Scripture?
· Ezekiel 1:26 – 27
· Daniel 7:9, 13

· Daniel 10:5 – 6

· Ezekiel 43:2
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** These parallels are surely no coincidence. But why connect Revelation to the Prophets, especially so early in the book? Could there be a logical reason for this?
· How does chapter 1 benefit you?  Do you appreciate or understand the Lord in some deeper, greater way?
