· The rider and his army go against the forces massed at Megiddo (Armageddon). What would the ensuing result mean to a 1st-century Christian reading Revelation for the first time?
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Chapter 20 provides an Epilogue to chapter 19, but many find it difficult to understand.  Let’s begin by creating a brief summary.  Outline the major divisions of events in chapter 20.

Some teach that this chapter predicts a 1,000 year reign of Christ on earth. What does the text actually say?
· If 1,000 is a literal number, what else should be regarded as literal – for the sake of consistency?

· Comment on the use of the number 1,000 in Job 9:3; Psalm 50:10; 90:4; Ecclesiastes 6:6; 2 Peter 3:8.  How do these shape our interpretation of the 1,000 years in Revelation 20?
